G.S.R. 328.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
the proviso of article 309 of the Constitution, the President
nweby makes the following rules further lo amend the All
India Radio (Group "C posts.) Recruitment Rules, 1964.

1. (.1) These rules may be called the All India Radio
(Group ' C posts) Recruitment (Amendment) Rules, 1991.

(2j They shall be deemed to have come into force on
the 23rd May, 1988.

2. In the Schedule to the AH India Radio (Group ' C
posts) Recruitment Rules, 1964, against serial Dumber 64
relating to the post of Head Clerk/Accountaut/Senior Store
Keeper ".

(a) in column 5, for the existing entry, the following
shall be subutittucd, namely :—

"20% by direct recruitment."
NOTE:—In such zones whore qualified candidates on the

basis of result of the Limited Departmental Examinations
held in the year 1979, 1981, 1982 and 1983 for appoint-
ment to the post of Head Clerk/Accountant/Senior Store
Keeper are still available, the provision for 20% by direct
recruitment and 80% by promotion will be kept in cbey-
unce till such time the last candiadte on the panel of quali-
fied candidates, who have qualified for ihe departmental
examination has been absorbed to the post of Head Clerk/
Accountant/Senior Store Keeper, in such Zones. 50% of the
vacancies shall be utilised for absorption of qualified candi-
dates, for the said Limited Departmental Examination and
balance 50% of the vacancies shall be filled by promoion";

(b) in column. 6. for the existing entry, the following
shall bo substituted, namely:—

"80% by promotion."

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

The amendment of recruitmnet rules for Ihe post of Head
Clerk/Accountant/Senior Stoic Keeper with retrospective
effect is for implcmenxaiion of the judgement dated 26th.
March, 1990 of tho Central Administrative Tribunal in case
O.A. No. 601/89 Shri 9. Harikumar and others versus Union
of India and others. The eailier method of recruitment to
these posts was 50% by promotion and 50% by Limited
Departmental Examination. By an amendment—the All
India Radio (Group *C posts) Recruitment (Second Amend-
ment) Rules, 1988 the method of recruitment was changed
to 20% by direct recruitment and 80% by proomtion.
Since there were a number of candidates who had qualified
the Limited Departmental Examination held in the year 1979.
1981, 1982 and 1983 but could not be promoted so far
due to lack of vacancies, ft provision was made for them
so that the revised 20% direct recruitment method in those
zones where qualified candidates arc still aavilable, shall
come into force only after the last candidate on the panel
of qualified candidates by the Limited Departmental Exami-
nation for appointment to these posts has been absorbed in
the post in the particular zone. The said recruitment rules
were further amended vide notificaiton dated 13th February,
1990 in which alongwlth above provision it was added that
in v,uch zones, the 20% quota under direct recruitment
shall be utilised for accommodating such departmental exa-

minHticm qualified persons till hey arc fjilly absorbed and" if
qualified in departmental examination opt for posting out-
side their zones, where no such departmental examination
qualified candidate is aavilable, 20% direct recruitment
quota vacancies available in these zones stall also ^o v^-'
lined for thfa purpose.

2. TTio applicants had challenged the operation of the
recruitment rules. The Central Administrative Tribunal,
Madras Bench in its judgement has directed to consider nnd
nrotnn'e the applicants as per the pre-revised rules till 1he
lust candidate in the panel of qualified candidates, who have
qualified the departmental examination has been absorbed.

3, Accordingly, the- present amendment of these rule-! is
to implement the above direction of the Central Adminisra-
tive Tribunal, Madras Bench. So it is necessary to amend
these rules by giving retrospective effect.
