G.S.R. 755.—In pursuance of rule 23 read with
clause (hh) of rule 2 of the Central Secretariat Ser-
vice Rules, 1962, the Central Government in the De-
partment of Personnel in the Cabinet Secretariat here-
by makes the following regulations to amend the Cen-
tral Secretariat Service (Preparation of Common Senio-
rity Lists) Regulations, 1970, namely:—

1. (1) These regulations may be called the Central
Secretariat Service (Preparation of Common Seniority
List) (Amendment) Regulations, 1972.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their
publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Central Secretariat Service (Preparation of
Common Seniority List) Regulations, 1970, in regu-
lation 3,

(a) in sub-regulation (1), the word "permanent"
shall be omitted, and

(b) in sub-regulation (2).— (i) in clause (b), in
the opening paragraph, for the words ''follow-
ing manner", the words ''following order" shall
be substituted; (ii) after clause ('b), the fol-
lowing clause shall be inserted, namely: —

"(c) Select List officers not yet confirmed in the
Assistants' Grade shall be arranged accordin
to the length of their approved service in the
Grade,"

G.S.R. 778.—In exercise of the powers conferred
by the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution, the
President hereby makes the following rules further
to amend the All India Radio (Class I Posts) Recruit-
ment, Rules, 1963, namely:—

1. (1) These rules may be called the All India. Radio
(Class I Posts) Recruitment (Amendment) Rules, 1972.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of
their publication in the official Gazette.

2. In the AH India Radio (Class I Posts) Recruit-
ment Rules, 1963,

(A) for rule 5 the following rule shall be subotitut-
ed:~

"5. Disqualification.—No person,—
(a) who has entered into or contracted a marriage

with a person having a spouse living, or

(b) who, having a spoune living, has entered into
or contracted • roorriaga with any ner«on,
shall be eligible for appointment to the said
post:

Provided that the Central Government may, if satis-
fled that such marriage is permissible under the per-
sonal law app'licable to such person and the other
party to the marriage and there are other grounds for
so doing, exempt any person from the operation of
this rule".

(B) After rule 6, the following rule shall be added
namely:—

"7. Saving.—Nothing in these rules shall affect
reservations and other concessions required
to be provided for candidates belonging' to
the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes
and other special categories in accordance
with the orders issued by the Central Gov-
ernment from time to time In thla regard".
