309 of the Constitution, the President makes the following rules regulating th»
method of recruitment to the post of Officer on Special Duty (Intaglio Press)
under the Ministry of Finance, Department of Economic Affairs namely:—

1. Short title and commencement.—(DThese rules may be called the Officer
on Special Duty (Intaglio Press) Recruitment Rules, 1969.

(2) They shall come Into force on the date of their publication In the Official
Gazette.

2. Number, claasMcation and scale of pay.—The number of th# post, Its okissl-
Acatlon and the scale of pay attached thereto shall be as specified in column*
2 to 4 of the Schedule hereto annexed.

3. Method of recruitment, are limit and ether qualification!—The method of
recruitment to the said post, age limit, qualifications and other matters relating
thereto, shall be as specified in columns 5 to 13 of the Schedule aforesaid.

4. Dtaquallncatjoo^-d) No person, who has more than one wife living or wh»
having a spouse living, marries in any case In which such marriage is void by
reason of, its taking place during the life time of such spouse, shall be eligible for
appointment to the said post; and.

(2) no woman, whose marriage ia Void by reason of the husband having •
a wife living at the time of suck marriage, or Who has married a person who hai
a wife living at the time of such marriage, v ihall be eligible for appointment t*
the said post:
