G.S.R. 1057,—In exercise of the powers conferred by
hiib-scction (5) of section 3 of the Seamen's Provident Fund
Act, 1966 (4 of 1966), the Central Government hereby
makes the following Scheme further to amend the Seamen's
Provident Fund Scheme, 1966 namely:—

1. (i) This Scheme may be called the Seamen's Provident
Fund (Amendment) Scheme, 1985.

(ii) It shall be deemed to have come Into fore© w.e.f.
1st September, 1984.

2. In the Seamen's Provident Fund Scheme, 1966 :—

(i) for paragraph 5R-D, the following paragraph shall
be substituted, namely :—

"58-D. Mode of payment of non-refundable with-
drawals.—Payment of withdrawals under para-
graphs 58A, 58B and 58C may be made by postal
money order, demand draft or by account payee
cheque through post or handed over to the con-
cerned payee on office premises, except in the case
of deceased member, at the option of the mem-

ber to whom payment Is to be made :

Provided that, if the amount Is rupees five hun-
dred and below, the payment of withdrawal shall
be made in the like manner and exDemes thereof
shall be net from the Administration Account of
the Fund".

(ii) in paragraph 62, for sub-paragraph (5) (excluding
the proviso) the following sub-paragraph shall be
substituted, namely:—

"(5) Any person who desires to claim payment under
this paragraph shall send,a written application to
the Commissioner. The Commissioner may, on
recelnt of the application, make the navm«nt ac-
cording to the provisions of paragraph 58D."
